A FIRST EXPERIENCE OF ADULT BAPTISM 
The first time I experienced the baptism of an adult at an Easter Vigil, I was 

struck by the impact the sacrament seemed to have on one man in particular. Joe had 
been raised in the Jewish faith and, late in his life, embraced Christianity. Our parish 
experienced eleven adult baptisms that night and Joe was one of the last to be 
baptized. As the organist, I had a particularly good view of the newly baptized as they 
emerged from the baptismal font. When Joe, who usually had a serious look about him, 
emerged from the waters, his face was absolutely radiant. When he stood up, I played 
the introduction to the acclamation and the roof was nearly lifted off the church as the 
congregation sang, “You have put on Christ, in him you have been baptized. Alleluia, 
Alleluia!” I couldn’t wait to talk with Joe about the experience. 
 

THE BODY OF CHRIST 
A week later I sat with Joe and a group of the newly baptized and asked Joe 

what it was like to be baptized. He said, “When I came up out of the water and looked 
into the faces of the people in the church, I realized that I was finally one of them.” Joe 
had been clothed with Christ in so many ways that night. To be clothed in Christ means 
that we become Christ for one another. It also means that we heed the call issued forth 
from Christ in today’s Gospel to take up the cross daily and follow him. It also means 
that we are clothed with another manifestation of Christ in our Christian experience, 
namely, we become part of this community that is the body of Christ. One consolation 
about being a Christian is that we never take up our crosses alone. We always have the 
support and love of the body of Christ. As the long stretch of Ordinary Time opens 
before us, let us pledge to support one another as we take up our crosses daily and 
follow in the footsteps of Christ, in whom we have been baptized.

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What is intinction? 
 

I was sitting at a table in a restaurant next to a couple 
of priests who were arguing about something called 
intinction. What is that?                Jonathan 

 
Dear Jonathan, 
 Intinction is a way of receiving holy Communion. Since the 1970s the Church has 
encouraged people to take both bread and wine at Communion. The usual way is to 
first receive the host from a minister and then take a sip from a chalice held by 
another minister. 
 With intinction, the priest or eucharistic minister dips the consecrated host into the 
consecrated wine before placing it on the communicant’s tongue. It’s generally 
accepted that communicants may not do the dipping 
themselves for two reasons: 1) The 2002 version of the 
General Instruction on the Roman Missal doesn’t give 
an option for the communicant to dip the consecrated 
host; and 2) the Eucharist is supposed to be received 
from another person. 
 Proponents of intinction say it uses less wine and is 
more sanitary than when communicants drink from 
the chalice. Recovering alcoholics who cannot drink 
wine and people who prefer to receive Communion in their 
hands don’t like intinction, and some say intinction doesn’t 
follow Jesus’ instruction to drink (see Matthew 26:27–28) 
the Precious Blood. But no matter how you receive the Body 
and Blood of Christ, the Church has long taught that to receive even a crumb of the 
consecrated bread or a drop of the consecrated wine is to receive Jesus Christ fully.
